not of more value than they? 

27 Which of you by worrying can add one cubit to his stature? 

28 "So why do you worry about clothing? Consider the lilies of the 
field, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin; 

29 and yet I say to you that even Solomon in all his glory was not 
arrayed like one of these. 



Matthew 10:29-31

29 Are not two sparrows sold for a copper coin? And not one of 
them falls to the ground apart from your Father's will. 

30 But the very hairs of your head are all numbered. 

31 Do not fear therefore; you are of more value than many 
sparrows. 



James 3:14-18

14 But if you have bitter envy and self-seeking in your hearts, do not boast and 
lie against the truth.

Romans 8:31-34
